Provides up to 83,000 af/yr
Annual Rate $18.58/af ($1.54 million)
Max historic use about 50,000 af/yr

NRG considering temporary sale of water to Gulf Coast Water
Authority (GCWA)

NRG contract contemplates addition of future diversion points

Contract also authorizes NRG to resell with language pertaining to
revenue sharing with the Brazos River Authority

NRG requesting to add three new diversion points to be located at
GCWA'’s existing pump stations

Also requesting to increase maximum diversion rate
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“BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of
Directors of the Brazos River Authority
hereby authorizes the General Manager/CEO
to amend the 1972 NRG water supply
contract to add additional pumping points,
Increase the maximum diversion rate, update
language specifying parties to the contract,
and make other changes to update or remove
obsolete provisions.”
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
